Black Ignition Module

Several months ago, Honeywell informed us that the Ivory Ignition Module was being discontinued, the direct replacement was one that is colored black, and we started production at the end of 2006…..and quickly learned of the E-COM testing port, requiring a special meter to test for micro-amps (uA). Testing micro-amps the traditional way through the ground wire will not work on the new module.
In conducting actual tests on our conveyor ovens in our Service Training Center, we found the values for acceptable micro-amps (uA) were much higher.

5.0 uA or greater is acceptable for our ovens. 
For testing with the new Quick Look ignition module tester, you will need to remove the MV wire from the ignition module. Also connect a water column gage or manometer to the pilot tube to keep track of pilot pressure. Now connect the new Quick Look tester and start the oven. Allow 45 seconds for the tester to go through at least 2 cycles before reading the micro-amps. Disregard any other readings on the tester accept micro-amps. You want at least 5.0 uA or greater. To achieve this you will need to set the burner blower shutter to ¼” to 3/8” for natural gas, and ½” to 5/8” for LP. The pilot pressure is set to 3.5” water column for natural gas and 10.5” water column for LP. You may need to increase the pilot pressure to achieve the 5.0 uA. If you increase the pilot pressure to high you may loose the micro-amp signal all together, so make ½” water column adjustments at a time.  
Obviously, we expect the conveyor to fire during cold starts, and at hot starts and everywhere in between.

Effective today, we are looking for 5.0 uA or higher for Flame Rectification, you will notice a Status light and a Flame light to

the right of the E-COM testing port.  If the STATUS light is flashing, then it is starting ignition sequence, and when the 
Flame light begins flashing, when the pilot has ignited and will send 24 volts to the main valve.
